Director of the Richard E. Smalley Institute for Nanoscale Science  

and Technology at Rice University 
 

Nanotechnology is on the cutting edge of science and technology as an emerging 

field of research that has applications in almost every aspect of our lives ï from 

computers to medical science, all the way to space exploration.  Research is ex-

ploding as the capabilities for understanding, fabricating and manipulating struc-

tures at the atomic level begin to be realized.  ñThe rapid evolution of this new 

science and the opportunities for its application promise that nanotechnology will 

become one of the dominant technologies of the 21st century.ò   
 

Nanotechnology at Rice University has been huge since the discovery of the 

BuckyBall in 1985 and the Nobel Prize that followed in 1996 to Rick Smalley and Bob Curl at Rice. The Rich-

ard E. Smalley Institute now advocates and supports research and education in nanotechnology with over 140 

faculty members in sixteen different departments.  Although encompassing many different disciplines, research 

in energy was considered by Rick Smalley to be both the single most important problem facing humanity today 

and a magnificent scientific and technical opportunity.  Nanotechnology will likely offer incremental and revolu-

tionary changes to technologies in upstream and downstream business.  Solving the worldôs energy and climate 

challenges will demand revolutionary breakthroughs in the physical sciences and engineering.  Nanotechnology 

offers unprecedented opportunities for new physical and chemical properties to meet those challenges.  Dr. 

Wade Adams will talk about how this new science has applications in so many aspects of the energy industry 

and how it can affect the future availability of sustainable, secure and affordable energy.
