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February Program Review

The Oklahoma Energy Resource Board’s (OERB) full-length documentary, The Energy Behind Finding 
Energy, takes a pretty comprehensive look at the process of finding and producing oil and natural gas. At 
the February meeting, we watched the second half of the documentary and were made more aware of the 
efforts needed to find and produce oil and gas and about the far-reaching impact petroleum-related 
products have on our lives. 
 
The video we viewed follows journalist Mark David through the second of a two-day mission through 
the plains of Oklahoma as he interviews men and women in the field and offices about the steps taken to 
get hydrocarbons from a well to the consumer. 
 
Mark’s burning question of the day was: “How do you get oil and gas out of the ground once you’ve 
identified a viable well location to drill?” The simple answer ‘Complete and Make the Well Operational” 
was not enough for Mark – he wanted to know more. So, he headed out to increase his knowledge.  
 
Production engineers, loggers, tank operators and other field hands provided explanations of some of the 
steps. To begin, Mark learned that in order to produce a well, a special production casing must line the 
well – this casing is a string of specialty pipe that goes the well’s true depth – then the casing is 
cemented in by pumping cement to the bottom of the hole until it flows out of the bottom and flows up 
to fill the void outside the casing. A blow out preventer is installed to prevent unwanted flow prior to 
perforating the well. Cased hole logging may be conducted at this stage – in order to located depths and 
intervals of hydrocarbon zones of interest. The well would then be perforated, using a perforating gun 
that shoots off explosive charges into the formation, thus releasing the oil and/or gas. From there, the oil 
would pass through special production tubing that optimizes the flow to the Christmas tree, which is a 
series of valves used to control well flow. 
 
He wanted to know what would be done if a well wasn’t performing to expectations and was shown a 
“frac job” – or a well fracture stimulation. In this process, specialty liquid and sand would be pumped in 
under pressure to fill the fractures and hold them open to facilitate oil and gas flow through the sand, 
which has more porosity than the rocks. With >7,000 psi, safety was in the forefront of this operation as 
it was in all the procedures seen. 
 
A few more procedures were explained – such as swabbing, mechanical plunger pumps, and separation 
and cleaning. All of these lead to the step of transferring into and transporting via the tanker trucks and 
pipelines to gas processing plants and refineries where everything from home heating oil to gasoline, 
plastics, and medicines are produced. 
 
In summary, Mark David observed something I think everyone who works in the oilfield knows very 
well: “It takes a lot of energy, equipment, and money to find and produce energy.”
